
UHM SPRING 2010 U-PASS

Beginning Spring 2010, UH Mānoa (UHM) is participating in a two-year $20 U-PASS pilot program initiated by the Associated Students of the University of Hawai‘i (ASUH).  This fee is posted to your banner account and is paid with your tuition & fees.  

Who:
All UHM Students (undergraduate and graduate) WHO HAVE PAID the mandatory $20 U-PASS Fee*
What: 
Spring 2010 U-PASS, valid January 1, 2010 - May 31, 2010

When: 
Available for pick-up starting Monday, December 14, 2009
Where: 
Spring 2010 U-PASS will be issued from the Ticket, Information & ID Office at Campus Center.  U-PASSes will no longer be issued through the parking office.
How: 
Spring 2010 U-PASS will automatically be issued and attached to your student ID at the time of ID Validation
Please note: Only one U-PASS sticker can be affixed to your UHM ID at a time. Therefore, if you currently have a Fall 2009 U-PASS, which expires on December 31, 2009, you may wish to wait till January to obtain your Spring 2010 U-PASS. The Ticket, Information and ID Office at Campus Center will be CLOSED for Manoa Green Days from December 21, 2009 – January 3, 2010.  Please plan accordingly.

*Students enrolled at John A. Burns School of Medicine, William S. Richardson School of Law, and the Outreach College are not charged the mandatory fee.  These students are only eligible for the Opt-in U-Pass for a fee of $125.00 per semester.  Opt-in Passes will be available starting December 17, 2009 and can be purchased with cash or credit/debit card.
