Definition

STEM is an acronym for Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math. The UH System defines
its STEM majors for its strategic outcome/performance measure goal as those included in the
following Classification of Instructional Program (CIP) categories: 01, 03, 11, 14, 15, 26, 27, 40,
and 51. With the exception of CIP 51, “Health Professions and Related Clinical Sciences,” the
other eight categories represent the National Association of System Heads (NASH) and
Education Trust's STEM definition.

Background

NASH is an association of chief executives of 52 college and university systems of public higher
education in 38 states and Puerto Rico whose goal is to improve the governance of public higher
education systems. The Education Trust was created to promote high academic achievement for
all students—pre-kindergarten through college, focusing on closing the achievement gap
separating African American, Latino, Native American and low-income students from other youth.
Twenty NASH system leaders, including the UH president, joined with the Education Trust in an
Access to Success initiative to expand college access and increase success for low-income and
minority students. This initiative required STEM metrics, so STEM was defined in terms of CIP
codes for the 20 institutions. The UH System adopted the same categories, and added one more
on health-related areas, for its strategic outcome/performance measure goal on STEM.
