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THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAI>I COMMUNITY COLLEGES 
HEADCOUNT ENROLLMENT, FALL 2003 

 
Headcount enrollment at the University of Hawai>i Community Colleges measured 26,334 
for Fall 2003, an increase of 2.9% over the previous fall semester (Table 1 and Figures 1 & 
2).  Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) enrollment was up slightly, to 15,338 (Table 2).  Fall 2003 
marks the third consecutive fall semester of growth in UHCC system enrollment.  
Enrollment in Fall 2003 reached the highest level since Fall 1995. 
 
Hawai‘i Community College posted the largest enrollment increase in percentage terms of 
any UHCC campus at 7.5% (Table 1).  Kapi‘olani and Windward were next at 6.4%, 
followed by Leeward at 4.8%. Kaua‘i and Maui posted slight declines, while enrollment at 
Honolulu CC was off 5.4%.   
 
Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) enrollment at Hawai‘i Community College increased 4.5% 
(Table 2).  Windward was next at 4.0%, followed by Kapi‘olani (2.0%), Maui (1.8%) and 
Leeward (0.9%).  Full-Time Equivalent enrollment at Kaua‘i CC declined 1.6%, while 
Honolulu CC was down 8.1%. 
 
In Fall 2002, the UH Community Colleges migrated to a new student registration system.   
A consequence of this change was a significant increase in invalid data for certain fields,   
including: citizenship, major, education level, education objective, and permanent home 
address.  In Fall 2003, additional changes were made which increased the invalid total for 
education level, major and ed objective to 3,166, or 12% of total enrollment.  The reader is 
advised to exercise caution when examining trends or using percentage data.  Efforts to 
improve data quality are ongoing. 

 
Other Fall 2003 enrollment highlights: 
 

! Enrollment of non-resident students is growing.  Non-residents who pay full non-
resident tuition (as opposed to those who pay resident tuition) have increased 
from 631 in Fall 1997 to 990 in Fall 2003 (Table 3, Appendix B & Figure 3).   

 
! Enrollment of students with local address from a neighbor island has increased 

steadily since Fall 1996 (Appendix B & Figure 4).  In Fall 2003, neighbor island 
enrollment increased to 1,019, or 3.9% of total enrollment.  This growth may 
reflect increased delivery of instruction via distance education. 

 
! Enrollment of continuing students increased 16% in Fall 2003 (Figure 5). 

 
! The enrollment gap between men and women continues to widen (Appendix B 

and Figure 7).  40% of students are enrolled full-time (Figure 8).  The Mean Age 
of students declined very slightly, to 26.2 years (Figure 9). 

  
! With the new registration system, race/ethnic reporting has been expanded to 

include additional Asian and Pacific Islander categories (Table 3 & Appendix C). 
However, only incoming students are included in these new categories;  
continuing students are shown under the category previously selected.  UHCC 
enrollment is ethnically diverse and continues to diversify (Figure 10).
