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ABOUT THE FORUM:
     Veteran filmmaker Tom Coffman produced this documentary on the late Filipino opposition leader, Ninoy Aquino, after doing research in the Philippines, Hawaii and US mainland.  It was one of the film entries at the 2009 Hawaii International Film Festival in Honolulu in October.  It will be shown again at UH Manoa for the benefit of those who did not see the premier showing.
     After introducing the film, Coffman will be joined on the panel discussion by Ben Kerkvliet and David Briscoe.  Prof. Kerkvliet was formerly professor at UH Manoa’s Department of Political Science and later at the Australian National University at Canberra, where he retired.  David Briscoe is a retired journalist who was with the Associated Press in the Philippines in 1970, after three years in the Peace Corps, and later became the AP Bureau Chief from 1980 to 1986, a critical period that eventually led to the rise of the People Power revolution that sent dictator Ferdinand Marcos into exile in Hawaii.
