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Annual Escape Report Highlights 
 
 
 
€ There were 15 escapes from the California Department of 

Corrections Institutions and Camps in 2002, a increase from 14 
in 2001. 

 
 
€ The Institution and Camp escape rate per 100 average daily 

population remained at 0.01 in 2002 from 0.01 in 2001.  The 
current escape rate is the lowest since 1949. 

 
 
€ There were 216 escapes from Community Based Programs in 

2002, an increase from 202 in 2001.  The escape rate for 
Community Based Programs continues to decrease from 275 in 
2000. 

 
 
€ The Community Based Programs escape rate has risen to 0.8 in 

2002 from 0.7 in 2001.  
 
 
€ Of all offenders that escaped from an Institution, a Camp or a 

Community Based Program between 1945 and 2002, 99.0 
percent have been apprehended.
