Apoliona, Chairperson of the
Board of Trustees of the Office of
Hawaiian Affairs.

On Dec. 5
Circuit Judge
Sabrina K.

McKennaruled in
favor of the stae
in OHA v. HCDC,

saying that the

State of HawaiOi
has the authority

to sell ceded lands a Leiali® in

Lahana Maui, and La@&pua in

Kona, Hawai®. The seven-year
old lawsuit was triggered by the

state€proposed affordeble hous-

ing projects a those sites on Maui

and Hawai®. Both properties are

comprised of ceded lands.

OWe believe the judge erred,
and our attorney is carefully
reviewing the lengthy decision,O
Apoliona said. ONhen the case
was filed, it was expected then
that the case, no matter who pre-
vailed, would be gopeded to a
higher court,Oshe added.

Orhe words of the HawaiOi
Supreme Court in OHA v. State
wererepeated by Judge McKenna:
@ is incumbent upon the legisla
tive branch to enact legislation
tha gives effect to the right of
native Hawaiians to benefit from
the ceded land trust®and Ghe
state's obligation to native
Hawaiians is firmly established@
said Apoliona.

QWhat we glean from the opin-
ion immediately is that the judge
is recommending the matter be
referred back to the legislature,
and must go through the political
process. We look forward to
working with Governor Lingle
and the L egislaure for a just res-
olutionQApoliona concluded. n

The governor sad she remanded
the issue to legislators because she
Ovanted to be respectful of their
prero@tiveO to decide on budget
issues. Instead, she will submit a
bill asking for immediae pay ments
as Cone of our first requests ... it
will be separate from everything
elseQLingle said.

During the Nov. 1 tdevised OHA
gubernatorial debate, Lingle vowed
she would make Ommediate pay-
mentOon undisputed revenue from
ceded lands by transferring the

OHA isfunded by revenues gen-
erated on ceded or public trust
lands. The $10.3 million covers
(vack rentOdue between the period
from July 2001 to Sept. 2002. It
does not include controversial
unpaid revenue from community
hospitals, stae affordable housing
and duty-free concession leases on
ceded lands. n

Lease-to-fee bill likey to pass despite outar

ollowing the Honolulu City
FCounciI@passage of contro-

versial measures seeking the
lease-to-fee conversion of land
beneath three condominium pro-
jects, Mayor Jeremy Harris has
indicated he would allow the bill to
pass into law by not vetoing it.

The three resolutions allow the
city® condemnaion of land
beneath the K $hala Beach, Admiral
Thomas and Camelot condomini-
ums. |f the measures pass, digible
leasehold condo owneroccupants
will be ableto buy their unitsin fee.

Opponents of the measure say
passage will impact the revenue-
generating ability of Iandowners
Kamehameha Schools (K%ala
Beach), First United M ethodist
Church (Admiral Thomas) and the
Kekuku Family Estate and Sisters
of Sacred Hearts (Camelot). The
issue has been staunchly opposed

the defense of the Queen
LiliGuokdani Trust when the pro-

posed Bill 53 sought to condemn
the trust@ Waikiki holdings to
allow eght owneroccupants to buy
their unitsin fee. On Dec. 4, hun-
dreds attended a City Council meet-
ing, but the measure was approved
narrovly by a5-4 vote.

Supporters of leasehold conver-
sion say tha the landowners can
negotiate a fair price for the land.
But Native Hawaiian groups have
opposed forced corversion mea-
sures, saying they will result in a
loss of revenue that supports their
educationd and charity work, and
further alienate Hawaiian land from
Hawaiian hands.

| have had the opportunity to leave € nuenue
and enroll in a regular school, where | could
meet new people, and perhaps get a better edu-
caion. | have considered this, but as always,
have stood by my decision to reman exactly
where | am, where my friends and teachers are,
where my cultureand family are.

At home | do not speak the (lelo makuahine
often, because my parents barely understand it.
They sometimes ask me to teach them so they

will be able to spesk
along with me, but |
donOyield. | say
that it is ther
responsibility as a
makua and a Hawaiian to
learn on their own. Just like | did
when | first learned to speak. | do
feel guilty that | don®teach them, but if
you truly want something then you must
male the choice of achieving it. Still they try,
and | praise them forit.

At times, | do wish that we could return to
ka wS kahiko, wherethings aren®so maeridis-
tic and where things were said and done with
good reason for them. People do wonder how we
could survive without entertainment and distrac-
tions. But life shouldn® be about such things,
it® about the hard work and the knowledge that
you can learn from your elders, just like ka poG
kahilo.
