As of May 31, 2004, the Department began reporting “Operational Bed Capacity”, which represents the optimal number of inmates that each facility can house based on a number of factors.  In 
addition to cell size and security level, "Operational Bed Capacity" takes into consideration availability of inmate employment or programming, support services, and facility infrastructure.  Prior 
capacity ratings were based soley on the physical characertisitcs of the cells (i.e., cell size and security level). This is not a change in how the Department operates.  It is rather a change in how 
the Department assesses capacity with respect to quality of life and safety for both staff and inmates.

PSYCH Indicates the facility provides a variety of services 

including individual/group therapy as well as 

psychological evaluations. 

RSAT Designates facilities that have a RSAT (Residential Substance 

Abuse Treatment Program) available to selected drug related 

technical parole violators. 

CSWK Indicates facility provides a range of casework/ 

counseling services. 

C.I. Indicates the facility offers correctional industries. 

GERIATRC Indicates where programs are available for "older" 

inmates generally defined as age 55 years and older. 

SNU The Special Needs Unit is a housing area in which 

inmates receive additional or more intense treatment. 
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
