Articles of Incorporation


Articles of Incorporation of the undersigned, a majority of whom are citizens of the United States of America, desiring to form a Non-Profit Corporation under the Non-Profit Corporation Law of Hawaii, do hereby certify:

Article I – Name and Purpose

Section 1:
Name

The name of this organization shall be “Hawaii Chapter of InfraGard” hereinafter referred to as the “Organization”.

Section 2:
Location

The place in this state where the principal office of the Organization is to be located is the City and County of Honolulu.

Section 3:
Purpose

The Organization is formed exclusively for educational purposes and to help relieve the burden of federal, state, and local governments, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

The Organization will provide education regarding physical and cyber threats to critical infrastructures within the United States, as defined by Presidential Decision Directive 63.  Education will be accomplished through:

A. Providing opportunities for the exchange of ideas and information about security practices between industry, government, and academia.

B. Providing members with timely threat advisories, alerts, and warnings.

C. Hosting regular chapter meetings where members present relevant issues for discussion.

D. Hosting seminars and conferences on infrastructure and information protection.

E. Providing and facilitating information security and safety awareness through educational campaigns for members and non-members.

Section 4:
Restrictions

No substantial part of the activities of the Organization shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation.  The Organization shall not participate or intervene in any political campaign, including the publication or distribution of statements, on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.

The Organization shall do nothing inconsistent with the establishment and maintenance of non-profit status as defined by the United States Internal Revenue Service or Hawaii Department of Revenue tax code.

Article II – Finances

Section 1:
Distributions

No part of the net earnings of the Organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its members, trustees, officers, or other private persons, except that the Organization shall be authorized an empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distribution in furtherance of the purposes for forth in Article I, Section 3 hereof.

Section 2:
Dissolution

The Organization shall have perpetual duration.

In the event of dissolution of the Organization, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for a public purpose.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by a Court of Competent Jurisdiction of the county in which the principle office of the Organization is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

Article III – Organization

Section 2:
Membership

Membership in the Organization shall be considered without regard to race, religion, color, national origin, age, sex, sexual orientation, or disability.

Section 3:
Bylaws

The Organization shall adopt bylaws governing its structure and operation.  The bylaws shall cover, but not be limited to, membership, structure, elections, and dues.

The bylaws adopted by the Organization shall adhere to, and not conflict with, the Organizations’ Articles of Incorporation.

Article IV – Amendments

These Articles of Incorporation may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular meeting of the Organization, provided that a quorum of one-half is present.  Amendments must be proposed in writing or by electronic mail.  They must be presented to the current trustees as designated in the bylaws at least six weeks prior to the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Organization.

Notification by the trustees of a vote on a proposed amendment to the Articles of Incorporation must be given to the entire membership at least fourteen days in advance of the meeting at which the vote will be taken.

Article V – Severability

The Articles of Incorporation shall be subject to the laws of the state of Hawaii.  If any portion of the Articles of Incorporation or bylaws contradict the laws of Hawaii, that particular section shall be null and void, but the remainder of the document shall remain valid and in force.
