Ah Kin (Buck) Yee Graduate Fellowship in Chinese Studies 2008-09
   (approximately $6,000) for a classified fulltime graduate student in Chinese studies. Priority is   
   given to international students.

The recipients of these fellowships must be full-time classified student at UH Manoa at the time of the award.  Check with the Fellowship Coordinator on criteria and requirements.
