FLAS is not primarily intended for dissertation research and write-up, and such applications will be given low priority.  If you wish to use a FLAS fellowship for this purpose, you must demonstrate “extensive use of Japanese language skills.”  Submit a brief description of your dissertation, explaining your thesis, research methodology, travel plans (if any), and the extensive role your Japanese language skills will have in the process.
APPLICATION DEADLINE: FEBRUARY 15, 2008
FLAS awards are subject to funding by the US Department of Education.

FLAS academic year awards cannot be held concurrently with major aids and fellowships such as East-West Center grants and half-time graduate assistantships.

preferably for a UHM graduate student concentrating on one or more of the following: relations between Korea and Japan; Hiroshima and atomic bomb; and Japanese emigration.

Tasuku Harada Graduate Scholarship in Japanese Studies (approximately $5,000) for full-time UHM graduate students

Takie Sugiyama Lebra Scholarship (approximately $3,800) for a full-time UHM Arts & Sciences graduate student

Hanayo Sasaki Graduate Merit Scholarship (approximately $3,300) for a full-time UHM graduate student

Foreign Language and Area Studies (FLAS) Fellowship for the academic year ($15,000 stipend and basic tuition for two semesters) for US citizen or permanent resident graduate students who combine formal modern Japanese language training with area/international studies.  Federal guidelines give lowest priority to applicants who have language fluency equivalent to educated native speakers, or who are taking the first 12 credits of the language.
Foreign Language and Area Studies (FLAS) Fellowship for Summer 2008
($2,500 stipend and tuition up to $4,000) for US citizen or permanent resident graduate students who will enroll in a formal program of intensive language study. Either 120 contact hours in advanced Japanese or 140 contact hours in intermediate Japanese are required.
