Foreign Language and Area Studies (FLAS) Fellowship for Summer 2008
($2,500 stipend and tuition up to $4,000) for U.S. citizen or permanent resident graduate students who will enroll in a formal summer program of intensive language study with either 120 contact hours in advanced language or 140 contact hours in intermediate language.  Applicants are responsible for selecting a summer language program and have appropriate UH language instructors assess its overall merit beforehand.
FLAS recipients must be full-time classified graduate students at UHM at the time of the award.  Ask the Fellowships Coordinator questions concerning criteria and requirements.

4.   Three (3) letters of reference directly sent by the referees, using attached forms preferred. One letter must be from a language instructor if you have taken the language, and another from faculty of your major field.

5.   FLAS is not primarily intended for Ph.D. dissertation research and write-up, and such applications will be given low priority.  If you wish to use a FLAS fellowship for this purpose, you must demonstrate “extensive use of Southeast Asian language skills,” by explaining your thesis, research methodology, and travel plans (if any).

FLAS awards are subject to funding by the U.S. Department of Education.

FLAS academic year awards cannot be held concurrently with major fellowships such as East-West Center grants and full graduate assistantships.
