Bilinski Fellowships Guidelines for Students

The Departments of Linguistics and Second Language Studies (SLS) have received grants from the Bilinski Educational Foundation to assist financially needy, high achieving doctoral students who meet residency requirements.

Our fellowship program currently consists of two fellowships, each of which target a different period in the doctoral degree. Students are welcome to apply for both awards as relevant for the next academic year (Fall, 2020-Spring, 2021). The pre-dissertation research award may be used in Summer 2020, Fall 2020, or Spring 2021. The dissertation fellowship can begin in either Fall 2020 or Spring 2021.

1. Bilinski Dissertation Fellowship
This fellowship provides generous support for doctoral candidates who have recently advanced to candidacy (ABD), or are about to advance to candidacy. The funds are to be used for the payment, partially or totally, of tuition, fees, books, field research, materials, other educational expenses, and for necessary living expenses. The fellowship is meant to help students complete the writing of their dissertations.

Amount of award:		$15,000 per semester
Duration of award: 		Up to three (3) semesters, with the possibility of a fourth 						semester if substantial fieldwork is part of the dissertation. 
Deadline for Application:	March 1, 2020
	


2. Bilinski Pre-Dissertation Research Award
Data collection is an important part of a successful dissertation, and so this award is aimed specifically to support the collection of (pre-)dissertation data. Such grants are aimed at students collecting data that will be used to support a dissertation prospectus. Eligible expenses include ground/air travel, meals and accommodation, equipment, software, participant payments, etc.  

Amount of award:		$5,000 per award
Duration of award: 		One (1) semester (where summer = one semester). 
Deadline for Application:	March 1, 2020
	

Bilinski Fellow Selection Criteria
1. Be a full-time doctoral student in the Department of Linguistics or the Department of Second Language Studies at the University of Hawai‘i at Mānoa.
2. Maintain good academic standing at all times.
3. Have demonstrated exceptional ability and potential in his or her field of study.
4. Have demonstrated financial need.
5. Maintain good moral character at all times.
6. Be a citizen or national of the United States

Bilinski Dissertation Fellowship
1. At initial selection, be a student who advances to candidacy in the upcoming academic year.
2. In the event a fourth semester of Fellowship Fund support is requested, confirmation of necessity for field research is required from the Department.
3. Fellowship Funds are not to be awarded if the dissertation has already been substantially completed. 
4. A semesterly progress report must be submitted to the Graduate Chair at the end of each semester which documents (i) continued financial need, and (ii) progress in dissertation research and writing.

Bilinski Pre-Dissertation Research Award
1. This research award supports students collecting data that will be used to support a dissertation prospectus.
2. Must demonstrate high quality of research.

Notes:
1. Those who receive the Research Award are eligible to (subsequently or concurrently) apply for the Pre-Dissertation Fellowship.
2. Those who receive either the Research Award are eligible to (subsequently) apply for the Dissertation Fellowship.
3. Research Award amount is up to $5,000.  The Selection Committee reserves the right to reduce proposed budgets, and to award amounts below that requested in the application.  In such cases, the applicant will be consulted before any decisions are reached.
