Currently, the
summer session is divided into two six-week terms, running from late
May to early August. Teaching institutes, workshops, and special courses
are accoanodated wilth schedules of varying length.

Its pri-
mary goal {s to givie variety and flexibility to the instructional pro-
grans of the Univerpity. It seeks to give students the opportunity
to accelerate progreess toward degrees or certificates; to provide oppor-
tunities for continphed guided research at the graduate level; to give
school teachers and| others the opportunity to take courses in the summer;
to bring outstanding scholars and experts to Hawaii to teach their .
specialties; to piopeer in the offering of new courses and institutes;
to give special cougses to meet particular needs; and to contribute
to the intellectual|and cultural life of the community with public lec-
tures, syamposia, copcerts, recitals, and exhibitions.
