Sponsoring a publications program for the dissemination of research findings;

Providing consuitation to researchers in survey techniques and design, and in the use
of computers in social science research;

Providing direclion and support for several small research units housed within the

SSRI (PEACESAT, Center for Oral History, Center for Youth Research, and Center
for Futures Studics).

The SSRI also mainlains links with federal and private funding agencies in the United
States and foreign countries.
