The mission of the Hawaltnuisikea School of Hawaiian Xnowledge is to pursuse, perpetuale, research, and re_vitailzs all
arees end forms of Hawallan knowledge, Including its language, origins, hislory, arts, sciences, Iterature, reiigion, and
education; iis laws and soclety; its political, medicinal, and cultural practices; as well as all other forms of knowledge. We
racogrize the unique status of the Native Hewailan psople and recegnize their unique conneciion to these forms of
knowledge by encouraging, supporting, faciliteling, and ensuring the incorporation of Native Hawalians ai all levels of the
university. We seek to accompiish thig mission wilh & Native Hawatian perspeclive thal recognizes the holistic aspects of
this keowledge, its diversities, and the imporiange of practical applications. Our mission is to apply this knowledge to
provide service and support ko the Hawaiian community, as well as extending this knowledge oulward from the academy
and the communily, inlo the Pacilic and other internafienal demalns.

Tha Schoel offers Bachelor's and Master's degrees in Hawailan and Hawaiian Studies and a cerlificate in Hawalian
Languagse. In addition, it operates the Ka Papa Lo'i o Kinewai Gultural Gerden,

A Office of the Dean

The Dean's Office will serve as administrative head of Hawai'inutakea School of Hawalian Knowledge, working in
consullation with the ‘Aha Kuhina in all of the foliowing funclions;

Plans, organizes, girects, and cosrdinates the activitles, cursicular, personnel, and budget affairs of the school
and its ancillary support components including budget and personnet management, staff supervision, community
relations, grievance and litigation, and fravel.

Articulatas and conveys to facully, staff, students, and othars the school's basic values, divection and goals, and
develops and implements pdlicies govarning the activilies of the school.

Manages the day-to-day operalions of the school and represents the school within the university and fo the local,
national, and international community. '

The ‘Aha Kuhina is the primary advisory councll to the Office of the Dean. It is a more traditional Hawailan administration
or governing council. The *Aha Kuhina will be made up of len members: the Dean, the Director and three facully from
Kamakakiokalani Center for Hawaiian Sludies, the Director and three facully from iKawaihuelani Cenler for Hawaiian
Language, and the Direclor of Ka Papa L'l o KSnewsi Cultural Garden. The ‘Aha Kuhina will work closely with the Dean
a5 advisors and as members of standing committzes on issuas pertaining to the administration of the school, including
budget, curriculum, fundraising, research, grants, organizing conferences, student services, ete. The ‘Aha Kuhina wilt
also advise on [ssues regarding hiring and ather personnel maiters, except those matters that will be declded by
Personnel Commillees, as definad by the Boeard of Regents and unlon contrasts.

8. KamakakOokalani Center for Hawaltan Studies

Kamakak{iokalani offers both Bachelor and Master degreas In Hawalian Studies. The center creates and teaches
undergraduate and graduaie courses in Hawafian arls and sciences thal focus on histary and literature; tradifional
Hewaitan agriculture, horticulture and aguaculiure, the environment and natural resource management; Native Hawafian
rights end Wastom law; land tenure in Hawafi, Hawalian herbal Medicing; soclal, economic and political issues;

. performing and visual arls; and cormparative Polynesian culture, The center provides students academic advising and
study resources including compulshs and a library.

Kamakakdokalani promotes and conducts research in ifs curriculur’s subject areas; acquires and manages grants; fralns
researchers and houses research projects within Its facilty. These Include the Kia'i Aina Ceded Lands Resgarch Project
and Kia'i Kal Northwestem Hawaiian Islands Research Project.

Karakakckalanl provides the universily an interface with the wider communily by hesting forums, lsctures, clesses and
demonstrations relevant to Hawallan culture, Hawallan Issuss and the practices of other indigenous peoples.
Kamakakitokalan! faculty and staff pariicipate In, and often plan, Native Hawaiian academic, cultural and political events,
and speak to the medla about Hawalian and indigenous issues.

. G. Kawalhuelani Center for Hawallan Language

Kawalhuelani offars Bachalor and Master degrees in Hawaian and an undergraduate certificate. The center condugls
research in relevant fields of study and offers four years of language study as well as courses on immersion aducation,
curriculur development, and {opics of relevant Hawallan cuiluraf content.

In patinership with the Callsge of Education (COE}, Kawaihuslan! trains teachers for Hawailan immersion schools, public
schools with Hawaiian language courses, Hawaiian charler schools, and the UH Manoa program,

The facully and slaff of Kawaitiuelani create and implament projects and programs that prosole Hawafian languege,
culture, history, and traditions such as: Ka Hatau Hanakeaka, Hookulaiwl Institute for Native Hawallan and Indigenous
Education, He'olaupa'i. Hawallan Newspapars Resources, Kavakukalahale, Kaulekahi Aloha, Ke Actama, 104' ka Lono,
Mary Kawena Pukui Hale, Ka Walhona a ke Aloha, and Ola na wi,

Ka Papa La't o Kinewal Cultural Garden assists In, and support, educational research ard curriculum development whila
fully embracing the traditionat Hawaiian values and gractices that revived lhis historic land of Kanewai. Kaneweils a
refuge to alt who come to partake of iig resourcas, be they educational groups, classes, o community entifies seeking
information and knowledge through tours or hands-on experlence; by providing cuftural education ranging fram ahupuaa
{raditionai resource managerment, Hawaflan scientific land tenure, ma uke ma kai issues and watar concerns, o the
application of raditional Haweiian values in caring for the lo't and garden on adsily basis.

As the foremost “huli bank” In Hawai'i, Kanewsl provides consultation, advisement and assistance to olher kalo farmers
through tha Information gathered in its research studies.
